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The New Mexico Cancer Plan 
Did you know that cancer is the 

second leading cause of death in New 
Mexico and that 6S00 New Mexicans 
are diagnosed with cancer each year? 
And did you know that the mortality 
rate for cervical cancer in our state is 
the highest in the US? And did you 
know that Native American women are 
at a lower risk than Anglo women for 
breast cancer? And ofall ethnic groups, 
did you know that Anglo men have the 
highest incidence of prostate cancer in 
New Mexico? And perhaps surpris­
ingly, did you know that melanoma 
(skin cancer) rates in Hispanics are ris­
ing due in part to the belief that people 
with darker skin are immune to such 
cancers? 

New Mexico's particular and 
extraordinary blend ofcultures present 
special challenges and opportunities for 
the development and implementation 
of cancer programs - those addressing 
prevention, education and control as 
well as those addressing treatment and 
support services. The New Mexico 
Cancer Plan (NMCP) was sanctioned 
in 1993 by the New Mexico Depart­
ment ofHealth (DOH) to address these 
challenges and opportunities. 

Casa Esperanza contracts with 
DOH under the auspices of the NMCP, 
a plan with four stated goals: I) to re­
duce the risks for developing cancer; 
2) to increase early detection and treat­
ment ofcancer; 3) to improve the qual­
ity oflife for people living with cancer; 
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and 4) to improve the coordination and 
collaboration among cancer control 
efforts. The NMCP outlines objectives 
and strategies for each goal, and Casa 
Esperanza's mission helps fulfill goal 
#3, to improve the quality of life for 
New Mexicans fighting cancer. Casa 
Esperanza is currently working in part­
nership with other cancer support agen­
cies, treatment centers and the DOH 
to review and update the plan's goals 
and objectives to better meet the unique 
needs ofour state's cancer community.
